Nursery have been making rainbows
and observing how water can make ink
move along a paper towel as well as how
the colours can mix. We are also
enjoying watching the work that has
started in our garden!

In Reception We've had an exciting time
this week! The diggers arrived to start
the FSU outside space remodel, so we
all got to watch as they dug out the old
equipment and began building a new
climbing frame. Next week the new grass
surface should go down and soon we'll
be able to fully enjoy our new outside
area. This week we've had lots of
discussions on friendship, shared stories
and talked about what it means to be a
friend. In maths, we have been working
on counting on from a number to make
10, linking knowledge to both addition
and number bonds. We've explored
using a number track to make jumps
along the line when counting and then to
record work as a number sentence. The
children continue to word build in RWI
lessons and have begun to hold a short
sentence in their minds before writing it
down. We've also been making rainbows
in science by adding water to colours
and watching to see how water is
absorbed into some materials which can
make the colours travel, creating the
rainbow effect.

Year 1 have been practising to add and
subtract numbers within 20 using a
number track. They have also used their
knowledge of counting in 1s, 2s, 5s and
10s to count amounts of money. In
phonics they have been playing
hopscotch with the tricky words they are
learning in their groups. For our topic on
toys we have been looking at toys from
the past and how they were different to
ours now.

Year 2 have continued learning about
The Great Fire of London. Children have
learned how London was rebuilt after the
great fire. As a highlight of the week, Y2
has got a special visitor. Firefighters
have come to visit us and we have
learned about fire safety. In maths, Y2
had learned about fractions and how to
count in halves and write it as an
improper fraction and as a mixed
number. In science, Year 2 have learned
about Recycling and the 3R's. Children
came up with great ideas to Reduce,
Reuse and Recycle materials. In English,
Year 2 have been revising some of the
sounds they have learned before and
have been focusing on how to improve
their sentences by adding in adjectives.

Year 3 have been recognising and
drawing, right-angle, acute, and obtuse
angles. They also been sorting multiples
of different times tables into their own
Venn diagrams. In English, they have
been acting out the next scene in the
story of King Arthur and focused on
using knightly language. We used this
role play to write punctuated dialogue in
the style of Arthurian stories. In science,
we used magnets around the classroom
to identify magnetic materials. We also
observed how magnets attract or repel
each other.
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
